Dublin City Council 

has agreed to clean 

McMahon Bridge on 

a weekly basis every 

Monday after the refuse 

collection in the area 

has taken place.

The home of Irish football and rugby was officially re-
opened by the Taoiseach in May. The first rugby match is a 
historic combined Leinster/Ulster team against a Munster/
Connaught team, on Saturday 31st of July. Manchester 
United is the first football team to play in the new stadium, 
on 4th August,
Lucinda attended the opening of the stadium and is looking 
forward to this amenity re-opening given its importance 
for the local economy and to our sporting life. She has 
continued to work with Dublin City Council and the Gardai to 
ensure that disruption to traffic and parking and nuisance 
to residents in the area is kept to a minimum.

Lucinda organised a visit for a 
group of Fine Gael members from 
Dublin South East to Belfast, 
in the interests of cross-border 
political cooperation. The 
highlight of the trip was a visit 
to the Northern Irish Assembly 
in Stormont, where the group 
enjoyed a tour of the parliament. 
The group was also addressed 
by a range of politicians across 
the political spectrum, including 
members of the SDLP and the 
UUP. 

Incinerator Update

Library Closures

Canal Cycle Lane

Rathmines Pool to finally open

Fine Gael remains committed to stopping the proposed 
incinerator in Poolbeg. Luicnda recently sought 
assurances from Fine Gael party leader Enda Kenny that 
the party would oppose the construction of the proposed 
incinerator if elected to government. Deputy Kenny 
unequivocally confirmed that Fine Gael would continue 
to fight tooth and nail to oppose the incinerator.
Lucinda again calls on Minister John Gormley to stand 
by his promises to the people of Dublin South East and 
scrap the incinerator for once and for all.

Some local libraries have been closed since before Christmas, 
and Lucinda has not been satisfied with the length of time 
it is taking to reopen them.

Pembroke Library: Pembroke Library closed in 
November 2009 for improvement works which were meant 
to last 4 months. As of July 2010 the library has still not 
re-opened. In the meanwhile a temporary facility with 
limited opening hours is available at The Private Pavilion, 
RD S, Ballsbridge, Dublin 4, with access via Anglesea 
Road entrance to the RDS.
Rathmines Library: Rathmines Library has been 
closed since December 2009, and is now due to reopen 
in October 2010. A replacement temporary facility is 
available from 10.00am - 5.00pm, Monday to Saturday at 
Parker Hill off the Lower Rathmines Road near Aldi.

Lucinda is working to ensure that the Council re-opens 
these much-loved facilities as soon as possible.

Dublin City Council has applied for planning permission to 
build a new system of cycle lanes along the Grand Canal 
from Rathmines and Portobello to Grand Canal Quay, over 
to the Samuel Beckett Bridge, and on to follow the Royal 
Canal on the North Side of the Liffey.
This is a big step forward for cycling in Dublin. For most 
of its route the cycle lane will run along the tow-paths of 
the canals. It will be segregated from motorised traffic, to 
make it safer for cyclists to use. It will also be wider than 
the current road-side cycle-lanes. This promises to be a 
major improvement for cycling in Dublin. 

Dublin City Council has confirmed, 
after repeated questions from 
Lucinda, that Rathmines Swimming 
Pool will open in September, 
after some delay in finishing the 

development and getting it up and 
running. The facilities will include a 
gymnasium, steam and sauna rooms, 
aerobics studios and a multi-purpose 
sports hall.

Lucinda stated “This will be another 
welcome addition to Rathmines. 
With the new cinema, and now 
the swimming pool, Rathmines is 
becoming a great place to visit.”

Lucinda has requested that Dublin City Council erect new street nameplates at either end of Grosvenor Lane.
Lucinda has requested that the Council repair the road surface at Harold’s Cross Cottages.
